The Sierra County Children and Families Commission met on May 28, 2010, at 9:30 A.M. in the First 5 Sierra office located in Loyalton, California.  The meeting was called to order at 9:40 A.M. by Chairperson Birdsong Sundstrom.
ADMINISTER OATH OF OFFICE

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Ms. Whitley moved to approve the agenda as submitted, Ms. Jaquez seconded the motion and the agenda was unanimously approved.

REPORTS

Director’s Report

Mr. Filippini reviewed the State of California May Revise to the 2010 – 2011 Budget. 

The First 5 California mobile van visit was very successful, many children and parents were in attendance.
The oral health day sponsored by the Sierra County WIC program was very successful in Loyalton and Downieville.  The Commission will be entertaining a Memorandum of Understanding for the event on this agenda.
Business Manager Report

Expenditure Report through May 19, 2010:   The Commissioners reviewed the expenditures and Ms. Sundstrom requested more information on the memo portion of the report.  Ms. Rickman noted that this particular report does not allow for adjustment to format.
Budget Review – Review Administrative Ratio – through May 15, 2010:  The Commission reviewed the Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual report.  Ms. Rickman noted that the actual to-date Administrative Ratio is 21%.  The target administrative ratio is 19%.  The admin ratio will continue to decrease as program dollars are expended.  
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Center Building Expense Report:  The Commission reviewed the Preschool Childcare Center expenses as of this date.  As of June 30, 2008, the Center allocation was $342,862.  Through April 15, 2010, the Commission has paid out $308,534.61 for the Center.  Ms. Rickman noted that $1,807.00 will be the cost for the irrigation project, $7,500 shade structure, and $7,500 additional landscaping leaving a balance of $17,520.39 going forward. This balance will cover Center contingencies and other needed materials.  This budget will be updated monthly for the Commission.  
Commissioner Report

Ms. Sundstrom noted that she will be requesting funding in the form of a mini-grant at the next meeting for 1,2,3 Grow Camptonville program.  She noted that the program is serving Sierra County children.  At the present time there is no tuition charge for the students.
Ms. Jaquez reported on the failed Senator Cox bill and noted that there will likely be a reduction in programs statewide.

Ms. Marsh read from an article posted in the Sierra County Prospect reporting a presentation at the Board of Supervisors’ meeting by a team of students involved in the tobacco cessation program at the elementary and high school.  Ms. Rickman noted she was present for the presentation and thought the students did a good job reporting their statistics.  Ms. Marsh did not think the reporting was flattering to the program, but Mr. Filippini noted that he thought the reporting was in fact a positive reflection.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Approval of Regular Meeting Minutes of March 31, 2010

Ms. Berry moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 31, 2010 as presented.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  (It was noted that due to Carol Roberts absence, the majority vote would apply to the motion, next month Penny Berry would no longer be a member so we would never achieve the required majority vote.)

Approval of Regular Meeting Minutes of April 23, 2010


Ms. Whitley moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 23, 2010 as presented.  Ms. Jaquez seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Annual Review of County Ordinance 875

In accordance with annual audit requirements and Health and Safety Code, the Commission reviewed the Sierra County Ordinance 875.

Review Health and Safety Code Section 130140, Commission Membership

The commission reviewed the structure of the commission membership.  Two 
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members of the county commission shall be from among the county health officer and persons responsible for management of the following county functions:  children’s service, public heal services, behavioral health services, social services, and tobacco and other substance abuse prevention and treatment services.  One member of the county commission shall be a member of the board of supervisors.  The remaining four members shall be from the above mentioned category or educators specializing in early childhood development, representatives of a local child care coordinating group, representatives of a local organization for prevention or early intervention for families at risk, representatives of community-based organizations that have the goal of promoting nurturing and early childhood development, representatives of local school districts, and representatives of local medical, pediatric, or obstetric associations or societies. 
Adopt Conflict of Interest Policy – Even Numbered Year Review Requirement

There has been no change to the Conflict of Interest Policy.


Ms. Berry moved to adopt the Conflict of Interest Policy as presented, Ms. Whitley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Approve Jaquez Custom Craft, Inc., Proposal and Contract for Fencing and Concrete Work at the Childcare Center, not to exceed $3,860

Ms. Berry moved to approve the proposal and contract to Jaquez Custom Craft, Inc., for the fencing and concrete work at the Childcare Center, at a cost to not exceed $3,860.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and motion carried unanimously.

Approve Amendment to Sierra County Child Abuse Council for the Purchase of Car Seats Additional $1,254.80, Total Contract $3,254.80


Ms. Ketchum moved to approve the amendment increasing the Sierra County Child Abuse Council Contract for the Purchase of Car Seats to $3,254.80.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the amendment to the contract was duly adopted unanimously.

Ms. Berry moved to adopt the Financial Reporting Policy as submitted.  Ms. Jaquez seconded the motion and the policy was duly adopted unanimously.

Ms. Whitley moved to adopt the Administrative, Program, and Evaluation Policy as submitted.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the policy was unanimously adopted.

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Adopt Contracting and Procurement Policy


Ms. Marsh moved to adopt the Contracting and Procurement Policy as presented.  Ms. Berry seconded the motion and the policy was unanimously adopted.
Authorize $1,000 McMillan’s Children’s Literacy Kit Purchase
Children’s books will be ordered for the Literacy program for distribution and library.


Ms. Berry moved to authorize the purchase of books up to $1,000 from McMillan’s Children’s Literacy Kit.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Authorize Purchase of Shade Structure, Not to Exceed $7,500
Mr. Filippini noted that the shade structure was bid out unsuccessfully.  The current approach is to purchase a retractable awning structure and a free standing shade structure at a cost to not exceed $7,500.  An informal bid process will be completed obtaining at least three estimates.


Ms. Berry moved to authorize the purchase of shade structures not to exceed $7,500.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Budget Revisions – Authorize Budget Revisions to Balance 2009 – 2010 Budget

Ms. Rickman noted the proposed revisions will move budget dollars to allow for spending in detail expense accounts.


Ms. Berry moved to approve the budget revisions as presented, Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and the budget revisions were authorized unanimously. 

Resolution 02-10 in Support of the Sierra County WIC Program


Ms. Berry moved to adopt Resolution 02-10 in support of the Sierra County WIC Program.  Ms. Marsh seconded the motion and Resolution 02-10 was duly adopted unanimously.

Adopt Memorandum of Understanding Supporting the Dental Health Fair Held May 2010

Mr. Filippini reported the memorandum of understanding is between Sierra County WIC, First 5 Sierra, Sierra County Tobacco, Sierra County CHDP and Sierra County Child Abuse Council.


Ms. Marsh moved to adopt the Memorandum of Understanding Supporting the Dental Health Fair, Ms. Berry seconded the motion and the Memorandum of Understanding was duly adopted unanimously.
